One person holds the bottle, the other does the shrinking. Shrink evenly on both sides otherwise the force of the shrinking plastic will push the mold away.

It took a few bottles, but after a while it works well.

With a hobbyknife score (not cut) the predrawn lines in the canopy . Use the lines to cut canopy with a pair of scissors. The scored frame lines can now easily be painted.
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Mask cockpit sheeting to make sure you don’t damage it while sanding the hatch.

Install instrument panel and ejection seat on hatch.
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Make depron mold from 6 mm formers and 3 mm sheeting. Cut two oversized pieces 3mm depron. Preform to fit in the molde (watch grain direction). Lightly smear pieces with epoxy and push them in the mold. Hold down sheets with sandbags and let it cure.
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When pieces are taken from mold they stay in the shape of the mold.(they’re only a little bit springy).  The intake and the aft hatch are made using this process. 

After  the piece is finished the mold can be used to hold the inverted model on the workbench so it doesn’t damage so much.
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Prepare cocpit doublers 8F and G and the nose cone laminates. Carve and sand the nose cone and bottom of cocpit using the cross sections, side and top views as a reference. Cut of first piece of nose cone and duplicate with balsa.
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Install all the pieces for the bottom fuselage, 11A through 11F.
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Install the battery and servo  extensions leads through the cooling holes before sheeting. (or make seperate smaller holes on the other side so the wires aren’t pulled out so easily). Start with sheeting the front part. Glue again in steps. A small gap between the sheeting and bottomplate 1A is not a big problem as the pieces 11G will cover that later.
